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Foreword

On July 1, 1988, landowners whose estates had precedence over infrastructure development in the
Minato Mirai 21 Central District and the Yokohama Minato Mirai 21 Corporation together concluded
a “Basic Agreement on Town Development under Minato Mirai 21.” Under the joint efforts of the
participants, the town development council has realized a new type of city center development for
the 21st century.

Aiming at the creation of a new urban center of Yokohama for the 21st century, Minato Mirai 21 is
a large-scale project intended to promote the independence of the City of Yokohama and play a
leading role in distributing the central functions in the Tokyo metropolitan area as one of the Core
Cities * there. The new core will be developed in a wide area over many years to have a variety of
functions.

In implementing the project, the Basic Agreement provides for voluntary rules as agreed upon by
the relevant parties on the town development appropriate for the area, with a view to promoting
balanced development based on common values and maintaining a superior, lively and comfortable
town.

Such a voluntary agreement is uniqgue among the many large-scale urban development projects
now under way in Japan. A council was established with the agreement of the signatories to be
responsible for new town development.

Having met various challenges, indisputably this council has been fulfilling its functions, and will
continue to do so in the future.

We hope that our introduction of the Basic Agreement--a product of the signatories’ ingenuity--will
help future participants in the town development understand the basic concepts of the project.

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Introduction

Aiming at the creation of a new urban core for the 21st
century, “Minato Mirai 21” is a large-scale project intended to
promote the independence of the City of Yokohama and play
a leading role in realizing the Core City Concept conceived by
the Japanese Government.

The project covers the coastal area (110 hectares) between the
two existing city centers of the Kannai/lsezakicho District and
the Yokohama Station District as well as reclaimed land (76
hectares), for a total of 186 hectares to accommodate
190,000 workers and 10,000 residents.

The new core of Yokohama is to be developed principally
into (1) a cultural cosmopolis operating around the clock,
(2) an information city of the 21st century and (3) a city with
a superior environment, surrounded by water, greenery and
historic monuments, in an effort to create a viable international
cultural city.

In the course of building construction following
infrastructure development, all participants in the project must
share the basic values on how to develop the area, in order
to create an attractive city of which Yokohama can be justly
proud.
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Articlel Aim of the Basic Agreement

1. Purpose of the Basic Agreement

Minato Mirai 21 envisions diversified land use in a wide area,
to be realized over a long period. Town development in areas
with such special nature--while ensuring provision of various
business and other city center functions--would essentially
require that the buildings and wurban facilities avoid
stereotyped functions, and that they maintain superior urban
quality and flexible response to a variety of future needs.

To meet such requirements, it is important to promote and
improve town development efforts through ingenuity among
the landowners and other parties concerned.

This agreement made and entered into is predicated on the
basic idea of encouragement and advancement of the town
development.

2. Nature of the Basic Agreement

Minato Mirai 21 is a long-term project covering a wide area,
which makes it necessary to establish town development
rules consisting of basic values shared by the parties
concerned and details to be properly determined according to
work progress and district characteristics.

This Basic Agreement sets forth fundamental directions for
the Minato Mirai 21 area as a whole, which will be
supplemented by necessary guidelines promoting town
development in the area.
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Article 2 Conclusion of the Agreement

1. Conclusion of the Agreement

This Agreement is concluded with the unanimous concurrence
of the landowners and superficiaries or lessees intending to
own buildings within the Agreement area specified in Article 4
(such landowners and superficiaries or lessees hereinafter
referred to as “landowners and other parties”) as well as of
Yokohama Minato Mirai 21 Corporation.

2. Effects on Successors

Landowners and other parties, when they transfer their
landownership or superficies or leasehold intended to own
buildings (hereinafter referred to as “landownership and
other rights”), must ensure, as the condition of the transfer,
that the transferees consent to this Agreement, and the
transferees must succeed to the rights and duties hereunder.

Article 3 Amendment and Abolition
of the Agreement

This Agreement can be amended or abolished with the
concurrence of two thirds or more of all the landowners
and other parties and the aggregate area of the land owned
by those consenting to such amendment or abolition
amounts to two thirds or more of the land all the
signatories to the Agreement (excluding roads, parks and
berths) in the Agreement area.

Article4 Agreement Area
This Agreement is effective in the area shown in Annex Figure 1
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ArticleS Basic Directions for Town Development

1. Themes of Town Development

Under Minato Mirai 21, the following themes are set for town

development:

(1) Creation of a viable town accommodating various
urban activities eccifiently, through efforts to highly
integrate urban functions conducive to the creation of a
new information base and cultures;

(2) Creation of a unique coastal urban core as a gateway to
the world, thus establishing a new image of the port
city of Yokohama so that the sea or port atmosphere
can be felt anywhere in the town;

(3) Creation of a lively town through development of
superior urban infrastructure, with particular
emphasis on the provision of continuous space
where people--the most important element of the
town--can enjoy walking and relaxing;

(4) Creation of a town whose various facets as the center
of urban activities are combined in a unique style and
simple harmony;

(5) Creation of a town ensuring a comfortable and convenient
lifestyle, by emphasizing advanced technologies to facilitate
urban activities.

2. Land Use Plan

The Minato Mirai 21 area is divided into several zones
according to individual block characteristics. Town development
will be implemented in proper consideration of the characteristics
of each zone.

The Minato Mirai 21 area is divided into the following zones,
as shown in Annex Figure 2.

(1) Business Zone

- Central business district with superior functions, where
company headquarters and other related facilities are
concentrated along Intracity Arterial Road.

« District with cultural and shopping facilities designed
to support the functions of the accumulated central
business district.

(2) Promenade Zone

- District with museums and other cultural facilities.

+ District with Grand Mall-side terraces and
boutiques, behind which are housing complexes and
other facilities.

- Business district.

(3) International Zone

+ District where hotels, shopping quarters, housing
complexes, etc. are developed in an integrated manner.

- District facing Seaside Park, with hotels,
amusement facilities and international exchange facilities.

- District with interlaced offices, housing complexes and
other facilities.

- District with public facilities such as
international conferences and exhibitions.

(4) Commercial Zone

« Terminal district surrounding railway stations.

- District with central facilities required for a new urban
core, including offices, hotels and shopping quarters.

(5) Waterfront Zone
- Waterfront greenery district
- District with piers and other port facilities.

3. Basic Factors for Town Development

Town development under the themes specified in Article 5
paragraph 1 according to characteristics of each zone is to be
immplemented taking into account the following basic matters.
(1) Urban Housing
As a new type of city center for the 21st century, the Minato
Mirai 21 area must be developed in such a manner as to
create a balance of its constituent parts, including residential
quarters. Unique houses are to be planned to meet the
diversifying needs of urban residents, with utmost care to be
taken in determining their location and other related matters
so that the residential quarters are not inconsistent with the
urban functions integrated in the surroundings.
(2) Water and Greenery
One of the major attractive features of the Minato Mirai 21
area is that it is a coastal city center. To promote its appeal,
water and greenery will be emphasized in various forms,
particularly along pedestrian walkways forming a network of
open spaces in an area with highly integrated urban facilities.
(3) Skyline, Street Scenery and Vista
In the Minato Mirai 21 area, the whole town is newly
developed in a planned manner. By making the most of this
advantage, the town is to be designed to have attractive
skylines.
High-rises are planned along the town skeleton as
landmarks, while the overall skyline is designed to lower
gradually from the inland part toward the sea.
In addition, through space is provided from main vista
points toward the sea so that the sea or port environment can
be felt anywhere in the town. Buildings are also arranged to
ensure that the sea can be seen and sensed even from inland
parts of the area.
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(4) Common Space
In an attempt to realize lively and rich urban life,
common space is emphasized as an intermediate area
connecting outdoor space and buildings. Such
common space is freely accessible as a rule and takes
various forms from originality of the landowners
and others concerned such as passages, courtyards
and indoor atria.
An active introduction of public art will be also encouraged
in this space.

(5) Activity Floor
To ensure liveliness of the town, lower floors of
buildings (“activity floor”) must be generally offered
for use as shops, showrooms, service facilities and others
open to the public, particularly along the network of
pedestrian space. Such floors are designed to maintain
continuity of street liveliness and to have scale fit for
human sensibilities.

(6) Tone, and Advertising Structures
To promote originality of the overall street scenery,
basic tones and material feel of buildings must be
standardized so that excessive originality will not cause
confused scenery.
With respect to outdoor advertising structures, it must
be ensured that their number, shape and design are
appropriate according to the characteristics of each zone.

(7) Car and Bicycle Parking Areas
Car and bicycle parking areas will be planned to harmonize
with the surrounding environment, with due considerations
to location, form and access according to the functions
of the facility.

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Article6 Use of Buildings

1. Use of Buildings
The Minato Mirai 21 area will provide the following

complexed facilities to support its role as a new core city area.

2. Urban Housing

The following requirements must be satisfied to realize proper
residential environments and minimize effects on the
surrounding facilities.

(1) Housing construction is allowed in the blocks shown in
Annex Figure 3, and the scale of development site including
housing area must be 2,500 square meters or more.

(2) The allocation of dwelling units to be constructed will
be determined separately.
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Article7 Standards for Buildings and Others

1. Minimum Site Scale

The minimum site scale is provided as follows to promote

efficient land use and ensure appropriate urban environments.

(1) The minimum site scale and its applicable blocks are
as shown in Annex Figure 4. Provided, that this will, not
apply when a detailed agreement is concluded for plotting
in each zone, with the approval of Yokohama Minato
Mirai 21 Corporation specified in Article 10.

(2) Large-scale development for an area of 10,000 square
meters or more must be implemented to promote the
liveliness of the town.

(3) The provision of (1) above will not apply to those lots
which, as a result of replotting under a land readjustment
project, have come to be smaller than the scale specified in
the same provision. However, such lots must not be put
to further replotting.

2. Skyline

To create orderly urban scenery, the height of buildings will be

controlled as follows, according to characteristics of each zone.

(1) Blocks where main urban axes cross (as shown in Annex Figure
5) are to be provided with more high-rises as landmarks.

(2) To form such skyline that buildings are to be gradually higher
toward the inland, maximum heights are provided as shown in
Annex Figure 5. Provided, that this will not apply in case of
those buildings which are erected not to block the vista toward
the sea, applicable to the Minato Mirai 21 District Planning
for the Central District, and with the approval of Yokohama
Minato Mirai 21 Corporation specified in Article 10.

(3) Particular care must be taken in designing lower parts of high
rises to minimize their tendency to interrupt the continuity of
the urban scenery and liveliness.
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3. Pedestrian Network

As a network of pedestrian space, pedestrian ways must be

provided as follows through blocks.

(1) The arrangement and width of the pedestrian network is
as shown in Annex Figure 6. Provided, that details
must be adjusted according to development plans and
approved by Yokohama Minato Mirai 21 Corporation
specified in Article 10.

(2) As a rule, the network of pedestrian ways is to be
formed using open space to be provided through setback
of external walls. Indoor passages (of gallery type or
other passageway type) can be provided with the
approval of Yokohama Minato Mirai 21 Corporation
specified in Article 10.

4. Setback of External Walls
To ensure openness and a vista toward the sea, the external

walls of buildings must be set back as shown in Annex Figure 7.

(1) The space to be provided through the setback of external
walls must not be used for the installation of any facility
which will adversely affect the liveliness or continuity of the
town.
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5. Parking Area

With respect to parking areas, it must be ensured that their
locations and forms will not have adverse effects on the local
environment.

(1) Open-air parking lots are prohibited in principle. Parking
areas must be provided on underground floors, under deck
floors or in parking buildings. When open-air parking lots
are unavoidable, it must be ensured that they will not
interrupt the continuity of urban liveliness and
appropriate pedestrian space.

(2) When parking areas are provided on lots along Intracity
Arterial Road, their accesses including those for service
ways must be reachable only through local streets.
Provided, that this will not apply, with the approval of
Yokohama Minato Mirai 21 Corporation specified in
Article 10, in cases unavoidable for reasons of plotting,
traffic control or other circumstances.

6. Advertising Structure

With respect to outdoor advertising structures, the following

requirements must be met to prevent adverse effects on the

environment of the area as a whole.

(1) Any advertising must not be placed on rooftops, includings
the surfaces of roofs.

(2) Along arterial roads, higher parts of buildings (3rd and
upper floors) must not have armal signs.

(3) Higher parts of buildings (3rd and upper floors) must not
have advertising using windows.
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Article8 Matters of Urban Management

Effective management and efficient operations should be
maintained in accordance with development conditions to
make Minato Mirai 21 District more convenient and
comfoatable for its visitors and facility users.

1. Utilization of Urban Systems

District heating and cooling systems which have been
introduced as urban system, must be utilized.

Provided, that the energy system with the district heating
and cooling systems set as a basic system, conducive to the
improvement of enviormental conservation and emergency
management of entire district may have the permission of
introduction.

2. Response to Advanced Information Needs
Buildings and facilities will be planned to have advanced
information functions.

Efforts must be made to make the greatest possible use of
the advanced information communication systems
introduced in the area.

3. Disaster Prevention and Other Matters

In accordance with plans to make a safe and secure
urban enviorment, buildings must be planned and
structured to have maximum safety, while provision
against disaster is made through collaboration.

4. Promotion of Barrier-free and Universal design

Facilities must be designed with an aim to create a
user-friendly town that offers comfortable and safe
living to everybody.
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5. Consideration to Environment

While seeking harmony with the nature, planning of the
town in terms of buildings, urban facilities and others will
focus on realization of low-carbon society through
proactive use of innovative enviormental consevation
technology.

6. Consideration to Surrounding Urban Areas

Radio disturbance, wind damage and other urban
problems accompanying the development of the area, if
any, will be solved jointly in accordance with standards to
be established separately.

7. Response to Recycling Society
Concurrently with promotion of reducing the amount of
waste produced and reusing, a coordinated program for the
recycling resoreces will be encouraged.

8. Smoother Urban Traffic Flow

Efforts will be made to provide proper route guidance and
parking information for vehicles for smoother traffic flow in
the urban area and to prevent illegal parking on the streets.

9. Others

In addition to the above efforts, various forms of cooperation
designed to contribute to the effective management of the
Minato Mirai 21 District will be carried out.
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Article9 Exception in case of Housing
for Dwelling

Housing for installment sale which is mainly applied to
dwelling will be exempted from the application of Article
2 paragraph 1 and paragraph 2.

Article10 Implementation of the Agreement

Operation of this Agreemwnt shall be made public
InstituteaY okohama Minato Mirai 21 Corporation.

Article11 Various notifications

1. Notification of Town Development

Those who wish to construct buildings, install advertising
or other structures, develop land, etc. within the Agreement
area specified in Article 4 must make prior notification of
their plans for such development to Yokohama Minato
Mirai 21 Corporation specified in Article 10 and obtain
approval thereof. Provided, that this will not apply to
land development, structure installation, etc. under a public
work.

2. Notification of Landowners and Other Parties

Landowners and other parties must notify Yokohama
Minato Mirai 21 Corporation when transfering landownership
and other rights.
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Article12 Provisional Land Use

With respect to land use within the Agreement area specified
in Article 4, the standards for provisional land use will
be determined separately.

Article13 Effective Period of the Agreement
and Other Matters

This Agreement takes effect on the date of conclusion thereof
and remains effective until abolished as provided in Article 3.

Town Development Council

The Town Development Council, which implements
the Agreement, comprises all the signatories to
the Agreement, having been established on the date
of its conclusion.The officials and functions of the
council are as follows.

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Nature of the Basic Agreement

Under Minato Mirai 21, the project area will be developed
into (1) a cultural cosmopolis operating around the
clock, (2) an information city of the 21st century and
(3) a city with a superior environment, surrounded by
water, greenery and history. Specific approaches of urban
design have been examined to achieve these three principal
goals.

Aspects of town development have been divided into "land
use" specifying overall configuration of the project
area, "public facilities” determining the quality of public
space and “buildings” forming the town scenery. For each
field, guidelines have been established based on general
directions for urban design (“Themes of Town Development”
in Article 5 paragraph 1 of the Agreement).

Of the three fields, “public facilities” (roads, bridges and
pedestrian space) to be developed at an early stage are
already subject to design guidance according to “Public
Facility Design Guidelines.” For the other two fields of
“land use” and “buildings,” specific plans are to be
adjusted by Yokohama Minato Mirai 21 Corporation
based on the Basic Agreement.
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Yokohama Minato Mirai 21 Corporation
as the Secretariat for
the Town Development Council

1. Roles Under Minato Mirai 21

The development of Minato Mirai 21 requires not only land
use coordinated between the public and private sectors but
also the expertise and energy of all relevant parties. Yokohama
Minato Mirai 21 Corporation has been established to promote
this.

As a “third-sector” organization, Yokohama Minato Mirai 21
Corporation plays coordinating roles between the two
sectors, engaged in the following activities.

2. Roles in Agreement Implementation

As the secretariat for the Town Development Council,
Yokohama Minato Mirai 21 Corporation is in charge
of general secretariat work for the council such as the
conduct of representative meetings. It also functions as
liaison with outside parties, regarding future applications for
town development.
